L’épidémie de choléra qui sévit a Accra au Ghana a fait plus de 1 000 cas en trois semaines. Au 31 juillet
2014, au moins 1 119 cas de choléra et 17 déces ont été enregistrés dans la région du Grand Accra. Neuf (9)
districts sur 16 enregistrent des cas. Les districts Accra Metro et la Dadekotpon sont les districts les plus
affectes avec 87% des cas.

L’épidémie qui sévit au Ghana s’est étendue au Togo. Entre le 25 juillet et le 13 Aout, 6 cas de choléra (0
déces) ont été enregistrés. Les prélevements sur 5 patients se sont révélés positifs au vibrion cholérique.
Quatre (4) des six (6) cas enregistrés sont de nationalité ghanéenne. Un des patients est un mécanicien gha-
néen qui travaille la nuit a Lomé et regagne le Ghana chaque matin. Deux (2) des cas enregistrés sont des
pécheurs ghanéens de la méme famille. Ils sont arrivés dans le camp de pécheur de Katanga a Lomé la veille
des symptémes. Ce camp cosmopolite régulierement affecté par les épidémies de cholera abrite environ

13 000 personnes (ghanéen, togolais et béninois) vivant de la péche et des activités connexes dans des con-
ditions précaires.
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The cholera outbreak in Accra, Ghana has led to more than 1,000 cases in three weeks. As of 31st of July
2014, at least 1 119 cases of cholera and 17 deaths were recorded in the Great Accra. Nine (9) districts out of
sixteen (16) recorded cases. Accra metro and Dadekotpon are the most affected district and account for 87%
of cases.

The ongoing epidemic in Ghana has extended to Togo. Between July 25th and August 13th, 6 cases of chol-
era with no death were recorded. Samplings from 5 patients were positive to vibrio cholera. Four (4) out of
six (6) cases registered are Ghanaian. One patient is a Ghanaian mechanic who works at night in Lomé and
returns to Ghana each morning. Two (2) cases recorded are Ghanaian fishermen from the same family. They
arrived in Katanga fishermen’s camp in Lomé the day before the symptoms. This cosmopolitan camp is regu-
larly affected by outbreaks of cholera and hosts in precarious conditions 13,000 people (from Ghana, Togo
and Benin) depending on fishing and related activities.

Situation de I’épidémie de cholera au Cameroun / Situation of the cholera outbreak in
Cameroun

Au 10 Aout 2014 (Sem. 32), 1692 cas et 75 déces (CFR : 4,4%) de cholera ont été enregistrés au Cameroun.
93% des cas (1578) et 85 % des déces (64) sont notifiés par la région de I'Extréme Nord. L’épidémie dans
cette région initialement contenue dans quatre districts a la frontiére avec le Nigeria affecte dorénavant
huit (8) districts dont la ville de Maroua.

Depuis la semaine 29, on observe une extension de I'épidémie vers la région du Nord Cameroun (Sem. 32 :
90as/10deces). Les districts de Pitoa (16 cas), Guider (39 cas), Figuil (11cas) et Mayo Oulo (14 cas) ont notifié
des cas a la semaine 32 (cfr figure a la premiére page). A noter que les districts de Figuil et Pitoa sont
frontaliers au district de Léré au Tchad. Le répertoire des contacts de districts et des régions du Tchad et du
Cameroun est finalisé. Il doit permettre la circulation d’information (alerte transfrontaliére) entre les régions
et districts frontaliers.
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As of August 10th, Cameroon has registered 1,692 cases and 75 deaths of cholera (CFR: 4.4%) (Week 32).
93% of cases (1578) and 85% of deaths (64) were reported from the Far North region. The epidemic in this
region was initially contained in four districts on the border with Nigeria and now affects eight (8) districts
including the city of Maroua.

Since week 29 of 2014, a spreading of the epidemic is observed form the Far North region towards the
North region (Week 32: 90 cases / 10 deaths). Districts of Pitoa (16 cases), Guider (39 cases), Figuil (11
cases) and Mayo Oulo (14 cases) have reported cases during week 32 (see the figure on the front page).
Note that Pitoa and Figuil share borders with the district of Léré in Chad. The directory with contacts of
districts and regions of Chad and Cameroon is now finalized. It should facilitate the sharing of infor-
mation (cross-border alert) between border districts.
