Ce programme vise a répondre a au moins 80 % des cas suspects en moins de 48 heures en mettant en
place un "cordon sanitaire" autour de chaque cas suspect. Ce programme est mis en ceuvre depuis fin
décembre 2019 au Nord-Kivu, mi-juin 2020 pour le Haut-Katanga et début juillet au Sud-Kivu. Les princi-
paux défis auxquels le programme est confronté sont le manque de financement et le systéme de surveil-
lance épidémiologique limité.

e Au cours du mois d'octobre, dix équipes ont effectué 268 interventions de réponse rapide, dont 98% en
moins de 48 heures, dans la province du Nord-Kivu et 100% dans le Sud-Kivu. Ces interventions ont permis
a 5 135 ménages de bénéficier d'un ensemble de mesures contre le choléra au Nord-Kivu et 6 305 au Sud-
Kivu (comprenant des savons, des SRO, des purifications d'eau et des seaux) pour se protéger contre le
choléra et interrompre sa transmission dans la communauté.

Défis

e le sous-financement des activités de lutte contre le choléra reste un défi majeur qui ne peut permettre de
modifier le profil de I'épidémie. La création d'un fonds fiduciaire multi-donateurs pourrait étre le début
d'une solution. L'UNICEF a lancé un appel de 24 millions USD pour 2020-2021. Cette somme est nécessaire

pour répondre aux besoins essentiels, renforcer les infrastructures et les services de base et favoriser
I'appropriation par les communautés.
