Highlights of the Week

& Measles outbreak confirmed in Kamwenge district

@ Cholera ongoing in the outbreak districts in Uganda

& Uganda has persistently had more than 80% of all health facilities reporting. All districts had more than
40% of their health facilities reporting.

Completeness of Reporting

Comparable to the previous week, all 112 districts reported with an average reporting rate of 83.6% in week 27,
2016. This represents a 19.4% increase in reporting rate compared to the same week in 2015. A total of 25.9%
(29/112) had 100% of all their health facilities reporting and 70.5% (79/112) of the districts achieved the national
target reporting rate of 80%. Important to note in this week is that all the districts had 40% of their
ffacilities reporting and this could be attributed to the IDSR training that is ongoing in the central region where
very low reporting rates have always been noted. The district level performances in week 27 have been presented
fin the figures below;

Disease outbreaks

Cholera: In week 27 of 2016, 26 cases of Cholera were reported from four (4) districts; Nebbi 15, Namayingo 5,
|[Kayunga 3 and Zombo 3 with no cholera related death. This indicates a 27.8% decrease as compared to the
previous week and a threefold increase compared to the same week 2015.

[Malaria: A total of 253250 cases of malaria were reported in this week with 67 deaths (CFR=0.03%). Since week 1,
2016, the numbers of malaria cases have continuously been above 200,000 and the trends are way above malaria normal
channels for most epidemic districts. The trend of malaria cases for some of the 10 epidemic districts in Northern
Uganda are as shown in the graphs below.

[Measles: A total of 72 suspected cases of measles were reported from 28 districts in week 27, 2016 with no
measles related death. This represents a 25% decrease in the number of reported measles cases comparable to the
numbers reported the previous week and a 51.8% decrease from those reported during the same period in 2015.
By 10/07/2016, the annualised rate (Non measles febrile rash illness rate) of 5.13 suspected measles investigated
per 100,000 population had been attained nationally, way above the minimum required rate of 2/100,000
population. The proportion of cases with positive IgM is still 10% just like in the previous week.

A total of 35/90 districts reporting measles cases had at least one positive IgM case.

Tvphoid fever: A total of 2419 cases of suspected typhoid fever were reported in week 27 of 2016 from 93
districts with one typhoid related death reported from Arua district. The number of typhoid cases reported is
comparable to those reported in the previous week and the same week 2015.

AFP: Similar to the preceding week, only one suspected AFP case was reported in week 27 of 2016 from Apac
district with no AFP related deaths reported in the same period.

By 10/07/2016 the Non-polio AFP rate was 1.84/100,000 children 0 — 14 years compared to Non-polio AFP rate of
1.54/100,000 children 0 — 14 years for the corresponding week of 2015. The adequate samples collection rate is
90.7% compared to 86.2% for the corresponding week of 2015. NPENT rate is 7.7% compared to 13.3% for the
corresponding week of 2015. A total of 8AFP cases were reported and investigated during the week.

One silent district (Buliisa) joined the set districts which have detected and investigated at least one AFP case during
the week. There are 20 districts that have remained silent.

Neonatal Tetanus: One case of NNT and one NNT related deaths was reported during week 27 of 2016 from Hoima
district.




Maternal and Perinatal deaths: Twelve (12) maternal deaths were reported in week 27 of 2016 from 9
districts. Also 21 perinatal deaths were reported during this period from 12 districts as shown in table 2
below.

International Health Events:
Yellow fever in Angola and the Democratic Republic of The Congo (DRC)
In Angola, as of 8 Jul 2016 a total of 3625 suspected cases have been reported, of which 876 are confirmed. The total

number of reported deaths is 357, of which 117 were reported among confirmed cases. Suspected cases have been
reported in all 18 provinces and confirmed cases have been reported in 16 of 18 provinces and 80 of 125 reporting
districts. Mass reactive vaccination campaigns 1st began in Luanda and have now expanded to cover most of the other
affected parts of Angola. Recently, the campaigns have focused on border areas. Despite extensive vaccination efforts
circulation of the virus persists.

Democratic Republic of the Congo: 1798 suspected cases

Other than an increase in the number of suspected cases recently reported, there are no updates regarding the
epidemiological situation in the Democratic Republic of The Congo (DRC). For the last 3 weeks the national
laboratory in DRC has been unable to confirm or discard any suspected cases of yellow fever due to technical issues.
According to the latest available information (as of 11 Jul [2016]), the total number of notified suspected cases is
1798, with 68 confirmed cases (as of 24 Jun [2016]) and 85 reported deaths. Cases have been reported in 22 health
zones in 5 of 26 provinces. Of the 68 confirmed cases, 59 were imported from Angola, 2 are sylvatic (not related to
the outbreak) and 7 are autochthonous.

Surveillance efforts have increased and vaccination campaigns have centred on affected health zones in Kinshasa and
Kongo Central. Reactive vaccination campaigns will start on 20 Jul, in Kisenso health zone in Kinshasa province and
in Kahemba, Kajiji and Kisandji health zones in Kwango province.
